In thislesson, we will learn about ‘Id and the ‘Id prayer.

Students should: -
‘ID IN ISLAM

‘Id is the Islamic name for a day of celebration. There a

few daysinthe yearthat we celebrate because they are
special occasions. The three ‘Id that we celebrate are:

e Beintroduced to the ‘Ids of Islam

e Discuss the etiquette of ‘Id

e Discuss the importance of ‘Id prayer in congregation

e Explain that these prayers are done differently to the daily

e “Idul Fitr
prayers :

e ‘Idul Adha
e ‘Idul Ghadir

‘Idul Fitristhe first day after the month of Ramadan. On
this day, we celebrate the fact that we have fasted for a
month and have come closerto Allah (SWT) through our
fasting.

‘Idul Adha is a day of celebration for all Muslims, but
especially for the Muslims who have gone to Hajj that
year. The people at Hajj have to do certain acts of
worshipand whenthey have done them, they celebrate
this on the day of ‘Id. Again, it is a day to celebrate
coming closer to Allah (SWT) by obeying Him.
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‘Idul Ghadir is the day when the Prophet (saw)
announced to all of the Muslims that Imam ‘Ali (as)
would be the leader of the Muslims after him. We
celebrate this day because on this day Allah (SWT) gave
us the biggestblessing, which was the blessing of being
the followers of Imam ‘Ali (as).

PREPARING FOR ‘ID

It is good to wear nice, new
clean clothes for ‘Id and to
make our families and
friends happy. It is also nice
to wear perfume on the day
of ‘Id and make ourselves
neat and tidy and look our

best.

Just always remember that it is not good to waste, we
have to try to always keep in mind the poor people
duringthistime and make sure we also putsome money
or gifts aside for the poor and needy who cannot afford
nice clothes or gifts in this time.

Class Activity- ‘Id Cards

drawing pencils, crayons and
paper. Your job is to make an ‘Id
card for your mum and dad. Try
to make it as beautiful as you
can, and save them for ‘Id day
when you can give them to your
parents to make them happy.

WHAT DO WE DO ON THE DAYS OF ‘ID?

So what do we do to celebrate the days of ‘Id?
Who can tell me what they do with theirfamilies on ‘Id?

e Wake up early

e Have a shower for the day of ‘Id

e Go to the Id prayer

e Visitfamily and friends

e Go out for a picnic or a barbeque and have
fun
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The day of ‘Id is supposed to be a day where Muslims
come closer to each other by meeting at the mosque
and visiting each other. Remember though that the day
of ‘Id is not an excuse to do anything haram. We can
have fun without doing things thatare haram, and so we
should be careful thateven though we want to have fun
during ‘Id we should not commit any sins.

THE ‘ID PRAYER

This is a special prayer that we pray on the days of Idul
Fitr and ‘Idul Adha. It is done differently to the usual
daily prayers we have learnt about, and you will learn
how to pray this prayer when you get alittle older.

Itisreallyimportantto come to the mosque to pray this
prayer with your Muslim friends. It is a great chance to
see everyone on the day of ‘Id, congratulate them, give
them gifts and spend time with them. So the next time
‘Id comes, make sure you are up bright and early,
perform your Ghusl or shower for ‘Id and come to the
Eid prayer with a smile.
